Notice of General Office of Tianhe District People’s Government of Guangzhou Municipality on Issuing the Measures of Tianhe District for Special Support for Families Practicing Family Planning
All sub-district offices and organs directly under the district government,
The Measures of Tianhe District for Special Support for Families Practicing Family Planning have been approved by the district government and are hereby issued to you for your compliance and implementation. Problems encountered in the implementation shall be directly reported to the Tianhe District Bureau of Health.

Measures of Tianhe District for Special Support for Families Practicing Family Planning
Article 1 In order to gradually improve the benefit-oriented mechanism of family planning, improve the social security level and family development ability of families implementing family planning in Tianhe District, and help them solve the practical difficulties in case of their only child’s death and disability, according to the Population and Family Planning Law of the People’s Republic of China and the Regulations of Guangdong Province on Population and Family Planning and other relevant laws, regulations and documents, these Measures are formulated in light with the realities of Tianhe District.
Article 2 Recipients of Special Support
These Measures apply to couples with household register in Tianhe District, who have not had any child after the death, injury or disability of their only child during the period when China advocated each couple to have only one child (before December 31, 2015). The support recipients shall also meet the following requirements:
(I) Born after January 1, 1933;
(II) The wife shall be at least 49 years old (for single parent families due to widowhood or divorce, the man or woman must be at least 49 years old);
(III) Having only given birth to or legally adopted one child;
(IV) Having no child alive, or having a child that have been identified as disabled (with disability of grade 3 or above) according to law.
Article 3 Financial Support
Those whose only child has died may receive a monthly subsidy of 1500 yuan until their death from the government; those whose only child is disabled may receive a monthly subsidy of 1200 yuan until their death or the child’s recovery; Tianhe District will establish a dynamic growth mechanism and adjust the support standards accordingly based on the situations.
Article 4 Support for Elderly Recipients
(I) Special support recipients aged over 60 will enjoy a priority in the admission to the public nursing homes in Tianhe District.
(II) Special support recipients aged over 60 are entitled to the home-based elderly care service, which is worthy of 400 yuan per month, and is purchased by the district government. Those who have been identified as severe disabled may be granted a nursing subsidy of 200 yuan per month.
(III) For special support recipients aged over 60 who have not enjoyed the basic old-age insurance benefits for urban enterprise employees and other old-age benefits stipulated by the State, in accordance with Notice of General Office of Guangzhou Municipal People’s Government on Issuing the Measures of Guangzhou Municipality for the Implementation of Basic Old-age Insurance for Urban and Rural Residents (Sui Fu Ban Gui [2021] No. 8), their personal contribution of the Grade I insurance will be subsidized via one-time payment or supplementary payment, and they will be able to enjoy the pension benefits of urban and rural residents
(IV) Special support recipients aged over 70 may enjoy the lifelong “Ping’antong” support of Tianhe District; they can enjoy free installation and package services of the “Ping’antong” emergency call service system via application. One year after the installation of the system, the annual equipment maintenance fee for further use of the system will be fully funded by the government.
Article 5 Medical Support
(I) Community health service centers of each sub-district shall provide family doctor services for the special support recipients. The services include family health management services, health consultation and medication guidance, medical appointment registration services, referral services, basic public health services and basic medical services.
(II) For special support recipients suffering from major diseases, after they receive relevant subsidies according to the Notice of General Office of Guangzhou Municipal People’s Government on Issuing the Measures of Guangzhou Municipality for Medical Assistance (Sui Fu Ban Gui [2019] No.14), the Notice of Healthcare Security Administration of Guangzhou, Guangzhou Municipal Financial Bureau, Guangzhou Municipal Civil Affairs Bureau, Guangzhou Municipal Veterans Affairs Bureau, and Guangzhou Disabled Persons’ Federation on Issuing the Implementation Measures of Guangzhou Municipality for the Medical Assistance Purchase Services (Sui Yi Bao Zi [2020] No.7), the self-pay medical expenses may be reimbursed in full; the accumulated reimbursement shall not exceed 5,000 yuan per year.
Article 6 Employment Support
(I) A database on basic employment status of special support recipients shall be built, dynamic management shall be implemented and “one-to-one” basic public employment service assistance shall be provided.
(II) Career planning guidance, interview skills, immediate job assistance and job adaptation services shall be provided to special support recipients in need, and free vocational skills training shall also be offered.
(III) Unemployed special support recipients may enjoy a priority in being recommended for public welfare positions. For those qualified for working in the community, the sub-district public employment service institutions shall help them with such employment.
(IV) For special support recipients qualified for special employment fund support policy, active guidance and assistance shall be rendered to them in application for social security subsidy and job subsidy.
Article 7 Legal Aid and Public Legal Services
(I) Free legal advice shall be provided to special support recipients.
(II) For any special support recipient who apply for and is eligible for legal aid, a legal aid lawyer shall be designated for him/her free of charge, and legal aid in the form of drafting legal documents, legal opinions, criminal defense or criminal agency, civil administrative litigation agency, labor contract arbitration and other non-litigation legal affairs agency shall also be provided according to the specific cases.
(III) If any special support recipient needs to apply for legal aid but is difficult to move about, door-to-door legal aid services shall be provided.
(IV) If any special support recipient is in need of but is unqualified for legal aid, such legal services as free legal advice, legal instructions, legal documents writing, dispute mediation, etc., shall be provided by the public service workstation or the community public legal service centers in the sub-district where their household register is located.
Article 8 Social Support
(I) The district health bureau, district education bureau, district civil affairs bureau, district justice bureau, district finance bureau, district human resources and social security bureau, the Communist Youth League district committee, district women’s federation, district federation of disabled persons, sub-district offices and community committees shall appoint liaison officers to see to such work.
(II) The family planning association shall play its due role in organizing and mobilizing donations from all sectors of society; exploratory efforts should be made in the establishment of a family planning public welfare fund system to provide assistance to families in need.
(III) The women’s federation shall provide assistance to the special support recipients. A mental help mechanism shall be developed, where social forces shall be guided and united and social workers and volunteers teams shall be mobilized to provide targeted assistance; various public welfare activities shall be held to help the special support recipients relieve mental pressure and distress; comprehensive mental care and comfort shall be available for the special support recipients.
(IV) A professional volunteer team shall be set up to care for families that are implementing family planning and have special difficulties; a consultation hotline should be established; volunteers shall be organized to provide psychological consultation and counseling for special support recipients, and pay regularly visit to them.
Article 9 Application for Support
(I) Application Channels. Those who meet conditions for special support can submit documents to the community committees of their registered residence. For the household registrations of both the husband and the wife are in Tianhe District but not the same sub-district, they shall apply to the wife’s local community committee. If household registrations of the couple are in different districts, they shall apply separately to their own local communities, and shall be subject to the local support policies respectively.
(II) Submission of Documents. Applicants shall collect and complete three copies of the Application Form of Special Support Subsidy for Families Implementing Family Planning of Guangdong Province, and then submit them to their local community committees.
Article 10 Qualification Confirmation
(I) Data Acceptance. After receiving the Application Form of Special Support Subsidy for Families Implementing Family Planning of Guangdong Province submitted by the applicant, the community committee shall report it to the sub-district office for review according to procedures. At the same time, a list of applicants shall be published for 5 days for public supervision.
(II) Review. The sub-district office shall review the application materials according to procedures and forward them to the district health bureau for confirmation within 5 working days after noting its opinions.
(III) Confirmation. The district health bureau shall, within 5 working days, confirm the qualification of the special support recipients having been reviewed by the sub-district office.
(IV) Publication. The list of special support recipients confirmed after review shall be publicized in the community committee for 5 working days. In case of any objection to the list, the community committee shall report it to the sub-district office and jointly verify it within 5 working days. If investigation indicates that the involved applicant is not qualified for the special support, the sub-district office shall report it to the district health bureau to cancel his/her qualification for the special support.
(V) Notification. The sub-district office shall notify the special support recipients confirmed by the district health bureau in writing within 5 working days after the end of the publicity period.
Article 11 The special support subsidies and grants will be allocated to the recipients from the month after they obtain the qualification. Under any of the following circumstances, the recipient shall be disqualified for the support:
(I) If the recipient dies, the subsidy shall be terminated from the month after his/her death;
(II) If the recipient gives birth to another child, the subsidy shall be terminated from the month of the childbirth;
(III) If the recipient moves his/her household registration out of Tianhe District (including the cancellation of household registration in Tianhe District due to settlement in a foreign country), the subsidy shall be given till the month when the situation occurs;
(IV) If the recipient’s disabled child has recovered, the subsidy shall be terminated from the month of the child’s recovery;
(V) If the recipient’s disabled child dies, the support standard shall be adjusted from the month after the child’s death, and a new application and confirmation procedure is needed.
Article 12 The district health bureau, district civil affairs bureau, district human resources and social security bureau, district women’s federation, district federation of disabled persons, and sub-district offices shall apply for the fund budget and implement corresponding support projects based on their responsibilities. The district finance bureau shall review the budget applied by each organs and include them in the district’s financial budget of the next year.
Article 13 The liaison officers of the community committees shall visit the special support recipients once every six months. If any recipient obtains the subsidy by cheating or false claims, or continue to receive the subsidy when he/she no longer meets the conditions, after verification, the district health bureau shall cancel his/her qualification for the special support, recover the fund granted after the occurrence of such act, and investigate his/her responsibility according to regulations. Those involved in crimes will be held accountable for criminal liability.
Article 14 The family planning special support subsidies and grants enjoyed will not be included in the recipients’ family disposable income, and will not affect their application for social assistance.
Article 15 These Measures shall come into force on the date of promulgation and shall remain in force for 5 years.
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
